Thanks to my Red River buddies the Red Mushrooms have been identified. They are Royal Caesarium, also called Death Angel.
It is going to be awhile before Red River gets back to a normal flow due to heavy rains in the Lake Texoma drainage basin. As of June 1, Texoma was predicted to crest at 623.00 on Sunday. More rains came over the weekend and she continues to rise. This morning, June 4 2007, at 6 a.m. the lake’s elevation was 623.82 and still rising. They are generating on two generators and the flood gates are open for a total discharge of 22,000 CFS. At 22,000 CFS only minor, over the bank, flooding is occurring and minor sluffing of the established banks. All sandbars except, the very highest ones, with established tree vegetation, are underwater. 
The rainfall in the Red River basin, below Lake Texoma, has been more normal and those lakes have hardly exceeded their normal pool elevation. Broken Bow Lake is only .75 feet above normal. 

With no more rains it may be a month before Red River gets back to a normal fluctuation. However, I expect that the discharge from Lake Texoma will be increased to some where around 30,000 CFS shortly and if that happens, baring unforeseen events, Red could get back to a somewhat normal river in two to three weeks.
